Prepositional Phrase:  Prepositional phrases include a preposition, the object of the preposition, and any  

   modifiers of that object. The entire phrase may be used as an adjective or adverb. 

    Example:  We drove to the beach on Tuesday. 

 

Participial Phrase: Participial phrases consist of a participle together with its modifiers and complements.  

   The entire phrase is used as an adjective. 

    Example: Becoming thirsty from the heat, I looked for a water fountain. 

 

Infinitive Phrase: Infinitive phrases consist of an infinitive together with its modifiers and complements.  

   The entire phrase may be used as a noun, an adjective, or an adverb. 

    Example:  My only concern was to quench my thirst. 

 

Verb Phrase:  Verb phrases refer to the main verb and one or more helping verbs in the  sentence. 

    Example: We are planning another trip in June.
